He was buried from Jan 1884 to Mar 2005 in Family plot on land Magilbry had owned, Loango, Covington County,
Alabama. He died on 16 Jan 1884 in Loango, Covington County, Alabama3 He had his estate probated in 1905 in Covington
County, Alabama. Noted from Magilbry's will in the Covington, County, Alabama Probate records. This Will corrects many
errors previously noted in "History of Escambia County, Alabama by Waters, and A.J. McCreary's oral history notes. It lists
Magilbry's children by name as well as several of his grandchildren. Daughter Mahaley CeliaFindley is erroneously listed in
McCreary's notes as Gillyama Seeley, who was actually Gillianne Steeley, the wife of Celia's brother George, while another
daughter, Mahala Findley, who married Isaac Green W. Kraker is not listed at all in the "History" volume. Another
discrepancy in the history is mention of a second son of Magilbry. "History of Escambia County" and A.J. McCreary record
his name as Robert stating he died in the Civil War. This Robert was not a child of Magilbry, rather he was a grandchild,
being the child of Magilbry's eldest son William Findley.

Magilbry Findley's War of 1812 Service Record Corrected

The memorial service held in March 2005 at the Fairmount Cemetery in Red Level for Magilbry and Dolly Findley was
attended by many hundreds of their descendants and families. This was a testament to the interest and respect their family

holds for this pioneer couple. Oral tradition had led many to believe that Magilbry, an 1812 veteran, had actively participated
inthe Battle of New Orleans. It was assumed he settled in the old Conecuh County because he had seen and travel ed through
it on hisway to Louisiana. Unfortunately, this oral history is not correct. Magilbry served in the South Carolina Militiain
Charleston and did not fight in the Battle of New Orleans. The purpose of this articleisto clarify Magilbry's 1812 service for
the benefit of al his descendants. Evidence of his service record comes from his 1812 Muster Rolls and Pension packet found
at the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA) and "The Quarterly", December 1992, a publication of the

Y ork County South Carolina Genealogical and Historical Society.

"MagilbraFindley" enlisted on 1 Oct 1814 in Captain Samuel Faucette's Company, Lt. Col Hugh Means 1st Regiment of So.
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Carolina State Militiain Union District per his Muster roll. On that date, there was arendezvous of the First and Second
Regiments of the state militiaat Lipsey's Old Fieldsin Union District. From there the regiment marched aong the Old State
Road by way of Granby (near Columbiain Lexington District), to Charleston, arriving about the seventh of the month. On the
27th of October, the regiment was armed, equipped and quartered in barracks on Haddrell's Point. These barracks were
located near the town of Mount Pleasant, across the harbor directly east of the city of Charleston. On 19 Nov 1814, Magilbry
was transferred to Capt Daniel Felder's Company under Maj. Dawkins per his Muster Roll and pension papers. On 5 Dec
1814 and 11 Dec 1814 he was present during Muster at "New Barracks near Charleston lines'.

When news was received that atreaty of peace had been concluded on December 24th, that Jackson had overwhelmingly
defeated the British at New Orleans and that hostilities had been suspended, some of the men at Charleston tired of anxious
waiting and impatient to get home, hired substitutes and were discharged. Some of these substitutes are named on Mean's
Regiment list along with Magilbry. On 3 Mar 1815, Magilbry is present during aMuster Roll at Charleston. The regiment
itself was mustered out of service at Charleston on March 7, 1815. Magilbry was discharged from his service on this date at
Charleston per his Payroll and Muster papers. A decade later the State of South Carolina sold at auction the rifles, muskets,
pistols, thousands of flints, gun carriage whedls, and tons of cannon balls that had been stored at the Charleston Arsenal
during the military buildup.

No doubt, like others who never saw the conflict on the Southern coasts near Mobile and New Orleans, Magilbry simply
heard stories and word of mouth about the lush land available in Alabama. He is documented among the many of hisfellow
War of 1812 veterans who were the first to travel to Conecuh County when it opened up for settlement by the government
after the war.

William Findley History, by Annette Truesdell. William Findley was born 24 Aug 1817 in Georgia. He was the oldest son of
Magilbraand Dolly. Some family records cite Parkertown, GA as his birthplace but no sources have been found to verify this
oral history. Other family group records give his name as “William A. Findley” but heisnamed just William Findley in his
military records and on his headstone.

In about 1838 or 1839, William married Sarah Ann Rebecca Parker, daughter of John Parker and Winnie Hunt, who cameto
Alabama from Greene and Hancock countiesin Georgia. Sarah was born 27 Jan 1820 in Georgia. The Parkers must have
removed from Georgia to Alabamawhen Sarah was just an infant as they are enumerated in the 1820 Conecuh Co., AL
census.

In the 1840 census enumeration, William, Sarah and their first son, Robert Lumpkin are living in Conecuh County near both
of their parents. The Parker and Mancil families lived in Conecuh County close to Mt. Union where Mancil Creek branched
off the Sepulga River. Since William and Sarah lived within afew households of these familiesin the 1840 enumeration, it
can be assumed that this is also the area where they lived during the early years of their marriage.

In 1850, they are found still living in Conecuh County next to her uncles, siblings and grandmother. They have two more
boys, John Madison and William Harrison, and adaughter, Eliza. Another daughter, Mary Jane is named in the History of
Escambia County. No other evidence has been found to verify the birth of this daughter but she may have been born after
1842 and died before the 1850 enumeration. By 1860, William and Sarah are living in Nathansville, Conecuh County near
East Brewton in present day Escambia County. They have four more children, Sarah Ann, Winnie, Martha and George Riley.

William apparently served in two different regiments during the Civil War. Heis on the muster roll dated 17 Sep 1861of the
15th Confederate Cavalry, Company E, also known as Simpson's Mounted Rangers. Several of Sarah's Parker cousins also
served in this company and it islikely they al enlisted at the same time. Thisisthe service for which William, and then later
hiswidow, Sarah applied for pension. Although his dates of service aren't known, William is also on therolls of the 24th
Alabama Infantry, Company H. Thisregiment was organized at Mobile, AL. This serviceisnoted on his headstone.

After hisreturn from the Civil War, William is found living in Brewton with his children, including his last child, Davis
Magilbrea. By 1880, William and Sarah are living in what was called Parker's Beat, in the vicinity of present day Roberts.
Thelr older children and families are aso living there, along with many of Sarah's Parker relatives.

William died at 71 years on 27 Dec 1888. He was buried at the Elim Baptist Cemetery near Roberts and Parker Springs,
Escambia County, Alabama. Hiswife Sarah, continued to live in the Roberts area with her daughter, Winnie Findley Purvis,
until her death 7 Sep 1910. She was also buried in the Elim Cemetery.

One Sunday
morning he was driving home from church with several passengers, of whom Sarah was one, when he came upon the elderly
Mrs. King and her granddaughters walking along the road. Mrs. King wasinjured in the incident in which Sarah says she'll
never forget the felling of the car just "abumping over" the poor woman! A document was retried that verifies her story. It
reads, "Received of W. J. Franklin the sum of $40.00 forty dollarsit being in full of all claims or demands of expenses and
doctor's billsin the case of an accident that occured on Sunday the 25th day of April 1920 at or near New Home Church. Said
accident done by the said W.J. Franklin with a Ford car by running over Mrs. E. L. King. It isagreed and understood by all
parties concerned that this 40 dollarsis afull and complete settlement in said case." Signed by the mark of Mrs. E.L. King and
witnessed by R.A. Franklin (brother of W.J.), Justice of the Peace on May 7, 1920.

Bill was obviously avery religious man, as were most folks of histime and Sarah tells me he gave money to have a Church of
Christ built in Andalusia across the road from his first home.
