" JOHN G. BARROW, b. c. 1800 in GEORGIA (1850 Census in AL), moved as a young lad to Pensa-
cola, FLORIDA, where he m. CATSIE ANN DUNN GAINER, a young widow, who was a native of SOUTH CARD-
LINA.

JOHN G. BARROW moved his family to COVINGTON Co., ALABMMA, ahout 1831, settling near O1d
MITEZLMA where he built two Grist Mills, farmed and taught school. He educated his own children
at hame, engaged in Stock Raisi ng and served as a County Commissioner for several terms. He was
one of the FIRST WHITE SETTLERS in that part of the country, living there several years before the
INDIANS were removed having engaged in several EXPEDITIONS against the INDIANS, He d. February 1858
about 57 years of age. His widow, CATSIE AN, d. in 1853. Their issue:

2. JAOB G. BARROW served in the Civil Har, was captured in Florida and held on Ship

Her mother
died 1-27-1863 during the Civil War.)They had nine children, three of wham died in infancy: ZENOBIA
SNROW (m. J. E. McKIVER); SARAH BARROMW (m. S. A. JONES); JEPTHA D. (m. MARY ANN )5 JOHN
MLIAN BARROW 11 (named for his father's brother): ELLA G. BARROW (m. J. H. TOLLISONT; ELDORA D.

{presumed to be the second wife of J, H. TOLLISON). DAVID S. BARROW was a large land owner,
d farmer and operated several Grist Mille as did his father before him. In the 1850 Census, he is
listed as a Mechant. He was one of the best known citizens of Covington County, according to a
¥emorial (Vol. 1:744) in the history of the county.
